Along with the new standards, ACCJC Staff and the Standards 
Review Leadership Team are also recommending the following 
improvements: 

• Extending the cycle of accreditation for institutions from 
seven years to eight years; 

• Revising the Midterm Report to allow for more meaningful 
mid-cycle reflection; 

• Altering the size and composition of a typical peer review 
team to focus the efforts of the evaluation; 

• Streamlining the Institutional Self-Evaluation Report (ISER); 
• Eliminating the Quality Focus Essay; 
• Redesigning training and engagement for college and peer 

reviewer preparation; and
