Resolution 01-07

Distance Learning Moratorium

Whereas Mt. San Antonio College has dramatically increased its Distance learning course offerings from 8 televised and 2 online courses in 1997 to 8 televised, 36 online, and 13 hybrid in 2001, and

Whereas there has been no agreement reached on faculty workload, compensation for creation and development of new online or hybrid courses, class size, or intellectual property rights, and

Whereas the amount of support for creation and development of Distance Learning course materials has not significantly increased from 1997 to the present, and

Whereas faculty feel it is extremely important to have these issues resolved immediately to ensure that future Distance Learning growth may occur with faculty right preserved;

Therefore, be it resolved that the Academic Senate impose a moratorium on the approval of new distance learning classes until specific language regarding these Distance Learning issues is included in the contract with the District.
