Instructional Strategies 
 Have high expectations for students
 Provide community service and leadership opportunities
 Create opportunities for and encourage students to provide feedback
 Offer venues where students can share their family history, culture and traditions
 Recognize students’ potential and encourage them to use their skills, abilities and

experience to help others
 Ensure students understand course material
 Know students’ names
 Communicate and demonstrate to students that you care about their success
 Offer challenging classes with hands-on, real world applications
 Allow students to provide feedback in both formal and informal ways
 Highlight the advantages of and encourage participation in extracurricular activities
 Provide both formal and informal opportunities for peer-to-peer connections both

inside and outside of class
