A Master’s in African American Studies,
Black Studies, Africana Studies, Latino
Studies, La Raza Studies, Chicana/o
Studies, Asian American Studies, Native
American Studies, or American Indian
Studies OR Master’s in Ethnic Studies OR
the equivalent

American Studies, Histories of
Theories of Sexuality: Queer of
Color, Racial and Ethnic
Psychoanalysis, and Chicanx/Latinx
masculinities.
