not enough documentation about how the system will
work, especially placement model, questions about
validity of branching, more items are needed in the test
bank, fairness/bias review not started, criterion and
consequential related evidence unavailable, unclear how
minimum student measures will be selected, and there are
no details about how placement model will work.

1.2 ImplementationTeam members discussed whether or not
to continue moving forward reviewing competencies
even though Common Assessment implementation dates
have been postponed. A recommendation was made to
continue mapping competencies and creating placement
formulas; however, E. Hill-Enriquez added that

competencies might change so mapping would be wasting
time.
