We need to talk 
about this more in Phase 3. There has been an increase in 
applications for Special Admits. M Sampat mentioned that she 
would anticipate more dual enrollment as a result of outreach.

If the primary language is not English, counselor refers student to 
the AWE. If the primary language is English, student receives 
default English placement. Note: The AWE does not necessarily 
place into AMLA. The AWE can place from ESL (noncredit) into 
AMLA or into English 1A and English 1A/80 via MM. All AWE 
placement tests receive MM manually.
