Duetta has
spoken to Mike Gregoryk and at this time we

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campus.

lot B4 and near lot B. The committee was able to
review them. The concern was brought up at the
October meeting about there not being any walk
ways or sidewalks for pedestrians to walk across
and it is a hazard with all the traffic in that area.
Some concerns were brought up about the new
staff parking lot B. One being were the turn area in
front of building 4 seems to be very wide and cars
tend to go very fast around that corner. Another is
the turnaround on Mt. SAC way. People are still
stopping and waiting for students which is not
allowed. Students walking and crossing Mt. SAC
way is another concern as well.

3. Adding visual pictures and key words to help
communicate with those who have a disability
to all the building evacuation plans. For
example common sign language that can be
used during an emergency.
