Liesel Reinhart:	01:50	What program are you studying at Mount SAC?
Speaker 3:	01:52	Right now, I did my alcohol and drug program. I'm just doing all my generals.
Liesel Reinhart:	01:58	What's your goal?
Speaker 3:	02:00	To get a bachelors in human services. I just want to go to Cal State Fullerton, transfer over.
Liesel Reinhart:	02:08	How long you been using the bus to do that?
Speaker 3:	02:13	Two years.
Liesel Reinhart:	02:14	Work for you?
Speaker 3:	02:15	Yeah, it does. It really does. Don't have to worry about the parking. That's one thing. It's a lot cheaper in gas and everything. It's a lot cheaper than having to put gas in. Actually it's a lot better for the environment for one thing. All these people are driving to school. It's a lot better. I think so.

Speaker 3:	02:43	Yeah. Sometimes the bus is late or you missed the bus by a couple minutes. It's hard for me really because missing the bus, as you see, I have a cane and everything. When I miss the bus, I got to wait a little bit longer and it's a little harder, but it's all right.

Speaker 3:	03:13	If I read my app right and everything, about ten minutes.
Liesel Reinhart:	03:17	What app do you use?
Speaker 3:	03:18	I use a transit app. It's a good app.
Liesel Reinhart:	03:20	Works for you?
Speaker 3:	03:21	It works real good. They're right on time.
Liesel Reinhart:	03:26	What bus are you waiting for?
Speaker 4:	03:26	The 194. 
Speaker 6:	03:29	Same,  I actually live a stop before her.
Liesel Reinhart:	03:31	That's nice. You said this is your ...
Speaker :	03:33	My second time. It's my second time taking the bus, but I ride it with them too. We go the same way.
Liesel Reinhart:	03:38	How long does it usually take you to wait for the bus here?
Speaker 4:	03:41	Around half an hour, 15 minutes to a half an hour.
Speaker 6:	03:44	Then when we get out of class we need to hurry up or else it leaves us. That's time wasted from home.
Liesel Reinhart:	03:53	It's hard to set it. You're two feet from traffic from here.
Speaker 6:	03:56	It takes you there and back, which is good. Sometimes you have to be on time.
Liesel Reinhart:	04:02	How about you? Are the buses on time so far?
Speaker 4:	04:06	Not the morning one. The morning one always lags, so I get here almost running to go to class.
Liesel Reinhart:	04:10	Do you have any tips for faculty? What do they need to know about students who are taking the bus?
Speaker 5:	04:16	For teachers who hold kids after their last class, they shouldn't keep them after and hold them in for anything because they might miss their bus.
Liesel Reinhart:	04:25	It's kind of hot out here, huh?
Speaker 4:	04:26	Yeah. The heat and then when the bus stands for you, it's just like, no.
Liesel Reinhart:	04:31	Are the people on the bus okay?
Speaker 4:	04:36	Yeah. They're nice. They're nice. They're people you normally see on the bus. Sometimes you bump into the same people. Or sometimes you can bump into, I don't know. I want to say weirdos that are talking to you and you're just trying to stay in your own little bubble.
Speaker 7:	04:55	My name is Michael. I'm going home. I actually just moved down from San Francisco where I used to use just public transportation. Everybody drives here. Everybody has a car. Lyft on average to get anywhere would be about 20 bucks in this area. Whereas in San Francisco, I could take Lyft for maybe like five bucks. I could take the train or I could take the bus. There's just so many alternatives to get around. Down here, I can take the bus maybe to the train to get into LA. You're still looking at a good amount of walking. Typically I ride my bike. Tire just went out on me. It's a little more difficult.

Speaker 8:	05:53	My name is Jeffry and I'm waiting for the 486 to El Monte.
Liesel Reinhart:	05:58	How long have you been using public transportation?
Speaker 8:	06:03	I just started using it for the past year and a half because I didn't know that Mount SAC pays for a free card. I take it actually all the way to Pershing Square in downtown. I'm from San Fernando Valley. I didn't know that the card also works as the same metro tap card. It just really is a convenience in terms of gas and just not having to stress so much when traveling so far. It's 42 miles for me each way. On a good day with no traffic, it's about an hour and a half. On a bad day, it could be three hours. It may be a little bit longer to take the bus. At least that two hours of not having to be high stress stop and go. It really helps me at least in class.

Speaker 8:	06:48	I'm in aircraft dispatch certificate program. It's every day, Monday through Thursday.

Speaker 8:	06:58	Yeah. This is one of the best schools in terms of aeronautics. There's plenty of schools that have similar aeronautics programs, not as highly known as Mount SAC. I recognize how well known the school's name is. For that, I chose to make that sacrifice.

Speaker 8:	07:19	My class is at about 10:30. I leave my house at 6:30.

Speaker 8:	07:30	Home, I get home around 8 or 9.
Liesel Reinhart:	07:33	Crazy. How many units is that?
Speaker 8:	07:35	My class is four units.
Liesel Reinhart:	07:37	For a four unit class. That's quite a turn around. Do you eat? Where do you find time to do eating? Do you sleep on the bus?
Speaker 8:	07:44	You can see how big my bag is. I basically bring enough food that I can just survive on campus for hours. Just last semester, especially not driving, I had to leave the same time for a 7 o'clock class at night. I would be on campus studying from 10AM when I got here until 7PM when class started. I got A's in my classes, so It's a double win-win.
