We all have our own kind of, like, daily routines and stuff, and I'd really encourage people to make coming to the student center a part of their daily routine and just kind of a part of their Mount sac ritual, so to speak.

Hello and welcome back to the Mount San Antonio College podcast. My name is Kevin Truong, your host for today's episode. Our topic today will be discussing our new Mount Sac Student center. Here, students are not just learners, but active participants in a dynamic community. From collaborative study sessions to grabbing a quick bite, the student center is at heart of campus activity. Join us today as we explore the myriad of opportunities and resources available within this bustling student center. Today we are joined by several Mount SAC students and staff members that will share not only their experiences with the new space, but also what they recommend as the best spots to study, hang out, and where to seek support resources. You have invited some of our wonderful Mount sac students here today to share their experience with the new student center.

Kevin Truong [00:01:12]:
Let's go around the room and introduce yourselves. Start with your name, how long you've been here at Mount Sac, the major program you're studying, and things like that.

Logan Wells [00:01:20]:
Hi, my name is Logan Wells. I'm currently in my second year studying political science. I'm also the cross cultural senator here at Mount San Antonio College.

Raymond Pelayo [00:01:29]:
Hi, I'm Raymond Pelayo. This is my first year at Mount Sac. My major. I'm taking a major in drug and alcohol addiction counseling.

Veronica Cardenas [00:01:36]:
My name is Veronica Cardenas. My pronouns are she, her, and Eja. I'm a double major, so it's kinesiology, rad tech, and an interest in nursing. This would be my fifth year with NSEC.

Kevin Truong [00:01:49]:
Awesome. Thank you for introducing yourselves and actually taking the time out today to come speak with us. All right, so let's start with hangout spots. What areas within the student center do you find the most inviting for socializing? Hang out with friends. Can you describe the atmosphere of these hangout spots, your favorite ones?

Logan Wells [00:02:07]:
Well, personally, that's one of my favorite things about the center is that everywhere's a hangout spot. There's tons of seating around, and it all has outlets. So even if one of my personal favorite study spots is filled, I always know that there's somewhere, like just around the corner I can turn to and hang out, and it's just really great for that. And it's noisy, but it almost is. Like that noise gives you that privacy because you know that everyone's moving, everyone's bustling, no one's listening. So you're just able to kind of, as stated by some of the faculty, you can just kind of be in your own world and really work or just hang out with your friends. Central location, too, makes it really easy to plan stuff. You're close to everything, so you're never too far away.

Logan Wells [00:02:51]:
It's just always a one stop shop for hanging out.

Raymond Pelallo [00:02:54]:
Yeah, I want to agree, you know, to say that just one spot is, you know, a great spot would be taken away from the student center because this whole building is just magnificent just to be able to study. You know, students can come here and, you know, take a nap, you know, depending on how their day's going or whatnot. But this is just a great location because it's the middle of the campus, right? So you can go out through any door, you know, east, west, south, or whatever, and go to whatever class you need to attend. Right. You know, they got the cafes, and just like you said, the gentleman said earlier, the noise is like, it's there and, you know, that nobody's really, like, paying attention to your conversations or, you know, you're able to study. You know, it's just a relaxing environment. I mean, so it's a great place to be able to, you know, come and just relax and do whatever you got to do. Hang out.

Raymond Pelayo [00:03:49]:
One of my favorite hangout spots in the student center would be the student lounge. The atmosphere is very vibrant and welcoming. It's a great place to relax with friends, enjoy downtime between classes. What makes this lounge very special is often the activities that are hosted. Creates a sense of community in providing opportunities to meet new people. A second spot that I like is the open outdoor patio. It offers a refreshing scenery of greenery. It's an open environment for a sense of tranquility.

Kevin Truong [00:04:23]:
Awesome. Thank you for sharing your favorite spots. Now they're going to be forever busy because everyone's going to crowd them. I'm kidding. I'm kidding. I might come from my office to come invade your favorite spots. I'm kidding. All right, so moving on to resources.

Kevin Truong [00:04:36]:
What support services or amenities have you utilized within the student center could you share your experiencing with accessing these services, like the study rooms or any of the other services within the building?

Logan Wells [00:04:46]:
Yeah, I think you listed one of my favorites, which is the study rooms. Personally, I've had the most experience working with them. I really like it too, because even if you don't have a reservation, you can still go in. You might get kicked out, though. That's the risky run. But still, it provides kind of more privacy if you don't want as much noise. And if you study better in quieter environments, I think it really, really helps with that just how many there are, too. There's plenty of space.

Logan Wells [00:05:10]:
There's always guaranteed to be at least one breakout room that's not being used at the moment. So nine times out of ten, you'll be able to go there and rely on it for that study experience. And personally, it's always been like my go to whenever I have a big exam or a big essay the next day.

Raymond Pelallo [00:05:27]:
Well, me personally, I really don't use the study rooms, you know, and if I do, I usually use the one that rise scholars has for its students. But since I'm a student and a worker here on campus and I see how they're utilized. Right, I mean, it doesn't matter. Even if it's not available 1 hour, I mean, you can always book it for later on down the line for the next hour or, you know, depending on when you need it at morning, day or night. Right. Or afternoon. But it's convenient. You can always reserve a time to study.

Veronica Cardenas [00:05:58]:
One of the resources that I have utilized in the student center would be the study rooms it features with the screening. Whether it's your computer or your phone, you're able to collaborate with your group. We have whiteboards. And it just kind of gives you, like, that classroom dynamic and an opportunity to also just socialize and just kind of get through your semester. And I learned that that helps a lot, just keeping that socializing dynamic. And I think that's one of, like, my favorites.

Kevin Truong [00:06:27]:
Thank you for sharing. So, I don't know if you want to share, but any hidden gems or any areas that you think that are underutilized with your fellow students that our students should know about.

Logan Wells [00:06:39]:
I might be a little biased as one of our associated students, but I really do think the ASLC goes underused because even if you don't have a particular issue that you want to raise with campus, which I think a lot of students do, and just don't know the proper channels, there's way more information present there. You're able to learn all about our upcoming events. You're able to learn about our clubs. You're able to see all the great connecting fibers that we have on campus, and you're really able to essentially peer into this whole other world that a student who just goes to their classes and leaves will never be able to see. And honestly, I think studies have shown that if you spend more time on campus engaging with our activities and our events that go on, you'll be more successful and just kind of staying with the community and not just shutting off your brain the second you leave class. So really engaging in this college life that I think some people don't think they'll be able to have at a community college, but does exist here in Mount Sac. And I really think that the ASLC fosters that and more students should be there and learning about it, and I think they'd have a lot to gain from it.

Raymond Pelallo [00:07:42]:
Yeah. As far as the hidden gems, I think the student center is a gem within itself. You can come over here just for about anything you want to, researching or you need information. I mean, this is the spot to come. And I don't think anywhere else can really provide that.

Veronica Cardenas [00:07:56]:
Absolutely. I think there's a few hidden gems within the student center. One being the quiet study room that we offer, which, if you prefer a quiet space, we offer a place where you can quietly do your assignments without distractions. Two places that really don't get utilized but are amazing is the prayer room and the lactation room that we offer for mothers or for anyone wanting to pray. But I guess the one that really stands out is the multicultural center, which is a center that hosts very events and workshops in awareness to culture awareness. It's just a fantastic place where you could just meet new people from different backgrounds and cultures and just kind of socialize.

Kevin Truong [00:08:43]:
Thank you for sharing all those hidden gems of the student center. I know you all touched on this a little bit, but how has this new student center helped your academic career here at Mount Sac?

Logan Wells [00:08:54]:
Well, I'll certainly say that my essay grades have skyrocketed since it's been around because someone like me, who kind of struggles to stay in one place a lot of the time, is always moving around. It really helps to have that guaranteed working spot, always having that place where I know if I have something that I need to get done, I have the work space provided to do that. And I really like that security. And it does also really help with just my kind of putting myself in that test taking or that essay writing mindset, you know, because so often we have so many distractions around us that it really helps sometimes to be able to ground ourselves in one location and work just in this one moment of time. I think the student center really helps foster that mindset just from all the people working around you, and it just really puts you in this gotta work, gotta do kind of mindset, and it makes you a real go getter.

Raymond Pelallo [00:09:46]:
The student center has helped me academically wise as far as the rising scholars. Rising scholars is based in this building, right. And if it weren't for rising scholars, I wouldn't be sitting here talking, you know, because I was scared. I was intimidated by coming to campus, you know, because this is something new to me, right. So they actually, you know, helped me through the enrollment, financial aid and things like that that I probably would have got frustrated and said tomorrow, and tomorrow would have never came for me because of my background and where I come from. Right. I would have left and I finally wouldn't have returned. So rising scholars really helped.

Raymond Pelallo [00:10:22]:
And not only that, you know, being able to work here at the front counter, you know, I mean, that's helped within myself as far as my self esteem and being able to conquer these fears and this intimidation that I've had about being here on college campus. Right. So the student center, man, is, is where it all started for me. That's where my journey began as far as becoming a student here. And, you know, I owe a lot to this, you know, 410..

Veronica Cardenas [00:10:49]:
What I have benefited from the student center. As a mother of three, I could tell you that time is essential. So having to plan out my days and who I'm going to meet with. And I think having that option of open availability to meet with my peers, I think has helped me academically kind of getting out of my shell because I'm kind of mostly to myself, but just having that collaboration and having that space to be able to do that just really helped me communicate within my class and just getting ahead of my academics.

Kevin Truong [00:11:22]:
Thank you all for sharing those experiences, that's really touching. And that's a good thing about this space and having the student centers being able to support their students in that way. Right. So finally, what advice would you give to incoming students about making the most of the resources and opportunities available in the new student center?

Logan Wells [00:11:39]:
I'd say showing up, I'd say exploring and coming here and seeing for yourself, because I really think that anyone who does spend some time in the center will find something worthwhile to stay. And truly, you're the best judge of what works for you, and I think you'll be able to find it. So I fully encourage people to walk around all three floors and really get to see what all the fuss is about. I really think that making the most of all the great stuff that mountstack provides is really essential for success. And I think that it's all here. It's all sitting here and might as well use it. We all have our own kind of, like, daily routines and stuff, and I'd really encourage people to make coming to the student center a part of their daily routine and just kind of a part of their Mount sac ritual, so to speak.

Raymond Pelallo [00:12:27]:

Student center is a spot you need to visit at least once a day, you know, but all in all, I mean, for the newcomers and the students that are deciding to come to college or take advantage of all, the whole campus. Yes, the student center is the hub of Mount Sac, but you got to take advantage of all the resources, everything that this mount sac has to offer. Right. And I'm not just talking about just this building, but the whole campus. You know what I mean? Because if you want to better your academic skills and your studies, you need to take advantage of every opportunity, every resource that you can get your hands on. Right. In order to be able to move forward and be the best student we all strive to be.

Raymond Pelallo [00:13:09]:
Right.

Veronica Cardenas [00:13:10]:
My advice would be to explore the center with an open mind and take full advantage of the resources and opportunities that it offers. Get acquainted with various support services and clubs. Attend workshops, seminars, and events to expand your knowledge and skills. And remember that the student center was designed to enrich your college experience.

Kevin Truong [00:13:34]:
Awesome. Thank you, Logan, Raymond, and Veronica, for sharing your student experiences here in the student center. So I would like to talk to the both of you, Nancy and Dahlia, as staff members of the space, can you introduce yourself? What is the job title, your role here at Mount Sac, and tell us a little bit about yourself and what the student center kind of means to you.

Nancy Campos [00:13:57]:
Hello, everyone. My name is Nancy Campos. Pronouns, she or her Ella. My job title is coordinator of the student center. My role here at the student center is that I oversee the first and second floor of this three story building. And I also oversee the front counter and the lead for the front counter staff.

Dalia Khalil  [00:14:20]:
Hey, everyone. My name is Dalia Khalil. I am the admin specialist for the first and second floor. I oversee the information and resource front counter as well.

Kevin Truong [00:14:31]:
So can you provide our listeners with a description of the student center and what the center generally offers?

Nancy Campos [00:14:37]:
Yes. So the student center, also building 410, is the latest new building on Mounttown campus. We are located right in the heart of the campus, right in the center. To the north of us is the mountains. To the east is the english building. South, you'll still see a few construction of an abandoned building that's going to come up, I believe, next year. And then west of us is founders hall and the old student center. The student center has three floors, so I can start right from the top.

Nancy Campos [00:15:09]:
The third floor is some conference rooms and also some banquet meeting rooms. That's where event services are also housed. So that is only accessible when there are events on campus. Otherwise, the second and first floor are open to students, staff, community members. So going straight to the second floor, that is where the main entrance is off the miracle mile. So north, north entrance. The first space that you will seek when you come into the building is the front counter. And I'll have Dalia describe what services we have there.

Dalia Khalil  [00:15:46]:
So the front counter is called the information and Resource Front counter. It is basically referred to as the hub over at the center. And we have information on resources that most programs here on campus offer. So whether students have questions, navigating or needing help or guidance on some of those resources, we have information that we can provide. We also have Mount SaC Flyers for certain events on campus that they can also take a look at and kind of get familiarized with the campus or events and such. We also provide a service, free speech to get them all checked in and ready to go. We also have our resource room for students, students who are in an emergency situation where they need to just print a paper real quick or just need some guidance to login into their portal. And then if they need further assistance, we help direct them to the right department depending on their need.

Nancy Campos [00:16:46]:
Thank you. And to continue on the second floor, we also have ICaFE, which is a dining service here on the second floor where students, staff and community members can get hot meals. We also provide a dining area which has about 110 seats. It also has five microwaves, so any student who brings their own food can heat up their food. Next, we also house the multipurpose room, which is room 2080. This room is meant for different types of events, hence its name, multipurpose. If any staff member or faculty wants to reserve this room, they would do so through 25 live. And next.

Nancy Campos [00:17:26]:
After that we have the Roscoe Collab space which is recognized student clubs and orgs. This is a space for club projects. Students can check out board games here as well for outdoor gaming equipment and also a workspace for the clubs to kind of meet and plan their meetings and events. We also have associated student leadership center where our student leaders do their office hours. They work on as related items and events and are also available to chat with students and the second floor also houses the associated student senate, the chambers where they conduct a series of public meetings. You know, students and faculty, staff are welcome to attend and just, you know, listen in or speak during the open forum or public comment. Next, we have the multicultural center. So this center is run by student equity.

Nancy Campos [00:18:20]:
It's meant to promote different cultural events on campus. If any program is interested in hosting their event there, they would reach out to student equity and reserve that space. We also have the student life office, which houses the lost and found. Anything lost on campus, best case scenario will make its way to the main lost and found here in room 2040. And student conduct is also housed through student life. And also the lead program and their workshops are conducted there. And then something that I'm really excited to present is the prayer meditation room. It's in 2030 h.

Nancy Campos [00:19:01]:
This is a small room where students, staff, faculty, community members can come and do any praying or meditation. It has a foot bath and also a sink for their convenience. There's no reservations needed. Anybody could just come in and use this space as long as it's not being used. And we also have a lactation room where as long as you register online, you get a code and you can use it as freely as you want, no appointment or reservation needed. And finally, in the second floor, we have over 120 different study area seats and tables where students can come, you know, sit, relax, study, and then also you're allowed to eat in the study spaces, of course, if you please, pick up after yourselves. So all of these resources are offered just in the second floor. And the last floor that we have is the first floor.

Nancy Campos [00:19:59]:
So this first floor houses the express stop, which is kind of like a small convenience store. We have three meeting rooms that are also live in, 25 live for any staff, faculty who wants to reserve those rooms. And then we also house the only support program in the building, which is the rising scholars. Rising scholars assist students who are impacted by the justice system. They have different services for their students here. And then we also have six study rooms offer for students. These study rooms are only for student use. Unfortunately, faculty and staff cannot use these.

Nancy Campos [00:20:38]:
They are for group studies. They can make reservations through a barcode and also can go to the second floor front counter if they want to make a reservation. And then we have about 150 study seats available for students to come and study and relax. And we also have a small dining room with 54 seats and two microwaves. The first floor doesn't have as many services, but it does house like a really open space where students can come in and meet friends and relax between classes. It has a beautiful view of Mount sac through the south side, and so far, I think it's been very popular for students, and I forgot to mention, but our three floors have male female bathrooms and also an all gender bathroom. And that is our three floors.

Kevin Truong [00:21:28]:
Awesome. Thank you, Nancy and Dalia, for showing us the expansive student center. There's all nooks and crannies that are probably hard to find in, like, different services. So thank you for shedding light on that. I think our listeners will probably greatly appreciate that. So could you share some initial impressions of the new student center? How did it compare to previous facilities available on campus and in the past? Like, did it add new services? Things like that. So if you want to talk about that a little bit.

Nancy Campos [00:21:54]:
I actually am a Mount Sac alumni, so I spent a few years at Mount Sac as a student before the student center. And once I heard what the initial plan was for the student center, how it was supposed to be student centered, and it's supposed to be like this center hub where students can come in and relax and meet friends, I thought it was just an amazing idea. As a student who wasn't really involved in a lot of support programs or clubs, you know, there were certain times where I didn't feel like there was a place I can go and feel welcome and meet friends. So I think this is a great space for those type of students who just want to have a place where they can just relax and make friends, of course, and meet different types of people. It's not just reserved for a specific type of student or specific to student, part of a specific program. It's supposed to be open for everybody. So I thought it was in a great, great idea. The position that I have is brand new to the campus.

Nancy Campos [00:22:51]:
It's a brand new building, brand new position. And once we started implementing the framework of the procedures and the policies, we wanted this building just to be student centered, where the students feel like they're at home, where, you know, it's like if they're just hanging out in the living room or in the dining room, they feel like this place is for them and they don't feel like they're not welcome and they don't belong.

Kevin Truong [00:23:16]:
Awesome. I'm glad this space is able to be more open for students. Being a center, like, literally a student center, that makes total sense. So both of you touched on this a little bit earlier, but for students looking for a quiet place to study, what are some options for this at the student center. So maybe explain the process of booking a study room, things like that.

Dalia Khalil  [00:23:36]:
Thank you, Kevin. So for a quiet place to study here in the student center, we have our multicore cultural center. So the equity center actually took over this space. But when there aren't any events being held, it is a quiet space for students to kind of do their homework, just have that quiet space for their studies. So that is one option for our bookings, a reservation for our study rooms for on the first floor, you do have the option of going online or calling in or using the QR code to reserve a room. You are eligible as long as two or more students are in the room. So this is mainly for a group project or just group studying, more focused on non club members. So just for a group of students who want to study.

Dalia Khalil  [00:24:32]:
So that's more geared for two or more. The whole space here on the first and second floor, it's for students studying purposes as well. Just not as. I wouldn't say quiet, but it's not as reserved. So I would say the MCC, which is the multicultural center, is more of a quiet space for individuals who want to study alone.

Nancy Campos [00:24:55]:
Yes. And to add to that, of course, unfortunately, that quiet space is not available if there's events in the multicultural room. And we don't know in the future if we're going to be able to keep that quiet space because of all the events that, fortunately are being offered to students. But I can say that there are certain time frames where it can get kind of loud. Here. It's usually around lunchtime, after classes, around maybe two or three, but for the most part, in the mornings, in the evenings, Fridays, it can be really quiet. So I don't feel like students have any problem coming here and studying. There's a lot who I've seen wear headphones who are just in their own little world, and they're able to do that because it's such a large, open space that you don't feel like you're, like, almost sitting on top of each other.

Nancy Campos [00:25:46]:
You feel relaxed and comfortable. And I do believe that's why we have so many students who come here to the center. And I can't say that roughly based on our numbers, around six to 800 students come here daily to the student center.

Kevin Truong [00:26:02]:
Wow, that's a lot of foot traffic there. That's really good. That's really good. That means students are taking advantage of the resources that are offered to them, the spaces and things like that. So thank you for sharing some insight on how students can book the study rooms, hopefully. Now there's wait lists that you'll get waitlists. Right. So in terms of relaxation and recreation, what activities and facilities does the student center provide? Like how do they contribute to student well being and stress relief and things like that?

Nancy Campos [00:26:30]:
Yes. So as of right now, we do have some activities outside of the student center. In one of the balconies, our east balcony in the second floor, we have some ping pong tables, foosball, so that equipment can be checked out through the Roscoe co lab, which is in room 2085. As far as other recreation activities, you know, students, when they're here in the center, we've noticed that they kind of bring their own recreation to the center. We've seen students kind of play card tournaments, uno, we've had some chess players here. We've had some students who are just in a group on their own, entertaining themselves. Of course, sometimes we do have certain activities that we plan, for example, during finals week when we have relaxation activities like coloring books, you know, let's make some scented necklaces or colorstorm, you know, rocks and painting. And of course, when we have events at the multicultural center, such diverse events, speaking to different kinds of ethnicities and cultures.

Nancy Campos [00:27:39]:
So if you come to the student center, I don't think you'd be bored. But of course, of course, that doesn't mean that we aren't looking for new and exciting ideas for upcoming events and recreational events for students in the future. This is still our first pilot year, so we still have many, many ideas that we are hoping to implement in the future.

Kevin Truong [00:28:00]:
Awesome. Thank you for providing that. Can you describe the overall atmosphere or vibe of the student center?

Dalia Khalil  [00:28:05]:
So the overall atmosphere of the student center is, I would say, amazing. I love the vibe of the student center. You get the bitter and sweet of sometimes it's loud, it's traffic. You have your Fridays where it's nice and quiet. But you do love seeing students interact. And just like Nancy mentioned earlier, I was also a student before, and so I didn't really get those support services and find a place where I can really meet people, talk to students, just engage and not feel so shy to just communicate. And so just seeing that vibe of the student center and just seeing everybody interact with one another, meeting each other, just brings the life out of the student center. And I could see it go further with interactions and just maybe new and improve like activities and just kind collaboration.

Dalia Khalil  [00:29:05]:
And so it's definitely a vibe here. It's different day to day basis over at the information and resource counter, you just get all types of questions that are just. It's entertaining. I find the student center being professional entertaining. It's all in one package. That's definitely the vibe.

Nancy Campos [00:29:27]:
Yes. And to add to Dalia's response, one of the things that actually surprised us because, you know, we opened, you know, right after Covid, and we felt like students might still want to kind of study alone or be by themselves and be a little bit of, you know, not socialized. But we were so surprised in the fall how students were so glad to be back and have people to talk to and engage with and just talk about their day. Like Dolly was saying, they come to the front counter, and sometimes they just want to talk to us about, yeah, I'm going to class, or I'm doing this, or check out this food. So it feels almost like a small family. And students take pride in the center. They feel like, you know, such a nice, brand new building that most of them do tend to pick up themselves and be like, wow, this is such a beautiful building. I can't believe that I get to study here and be a student.

Nancy Campos [00:30:21]:
So we love the atmosphere, we love the. The culture here, and we hope that it continues to grow.

Kevin Truong [00:30:26]:
Awesome. Thank you for sharing that. I love the vibes of the students, and every time I come in, I was like, it's always hustling and bustling. Perfect. Thank you. Lastly, I want to ask the both of you, can you share any examples of events or activities hosted in the student center that have had a very positive impact? Like you mentioned, there's a lot in the calendars being booked out for the multi cultural room, but anyone that stand out and how it kind of affects the students and things like that, how the space was able to provide that.

Nancy Campos [00:30:55]:
Yes. So one of the events that I would like to promote is only because I took advantage of these when I was a student. And I know some of my student workers are also taking advantage of it, is the leadership workshops which are offered by student life. These are free leadership workshops that are offered a few times a week, open to all students, kind of like professional development, get to experience different types of topics. And so I found a lot of students do attend those workshops. And my student workers have reported back that they were just amazing and they are excited to earn a certificate for the lead workshops, one that I personally enjoyed not only as a staff member, but also as a alumni and as a student was the first gen mixer that was hosted last fall. It's funded by title V. I saw all these posters posted up on the multicultural center of all these first generation faculty and staff who, you know, who identify as first generation.

Nancy Campos [00:31:56]:
So I felt like inspired by these men and women and all gender of colors and students came up and they were able to see like, you know, we were also in your shoes at one point. We were also first gentle and, you know, we were able to finish our education. This is where we are. And I thought that was very powerful. And I'm looking forward to any other events that they provide. Dahlia, do you have any out of.

Dalia Khalil  [00:32:22]:
Many events that the student center provides, whether it's on the third floor, miracle Mile, we have our pop in with the president. I do love all the events, but this one in particular catches my eye because usually students don't have that or think they have the privilege of, you know, talking to the president, meeting with the president, voicing out, you know, their opinions about certain issues or just topics they want to bring up.
