Performs a variety of technical tasks in the planting, preservat ion, trimming, and 

removal of City-owned trees; operates and maintains various equipment 

commonly used in tree maintenance operations such as power chain saws, 

cavity instruments, hydraulic lifts, sprayers, and other related hand tools; plants, 

irrigates, cu ltivates, sprays, and fertilizers City trees and shrubs; removes la rge 

limbs and whole trees, frequently working near structures and power lines; 

performs simple tree surgery and support cabling; operates and maintains 

automotive equ ipment including trucks, chippers, and stump grinders; 

maintains, repa irs, and hangs street banners, flags, or decorations for special 

occasions; replaces lights in parks as necessary; respond to emergency tree 

trimming during off-hours; ensures adherence to safe work procedures; sets up 
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appropriate traffic safety controls around tree pruning and maintenance work 

sites,
